Who can apply? 
For a minimum of eight hours per
week you need to be volunteering or
in paid employment and supporting
volunteers (this may be as part of your
‘paid’ work or as volunteer) and have a
contract of employment and a
National Insurance Number.  You must
also live, work or trade in the following
sub-regions of the south east:
■ Thames Valley (Berkshire,

Buckinghamshire, Oxfordshire,
Milton Keynes)

■ Hampshire, Portsmouth,
Southampton and the Isle of Wight

■ Surrey 
■ Sussex
■ Kent and Medway
